• Each exhibitor is limited to one entry per class  

• All exhibits MUST be on the grounds by 12 noon, Tuesday July 19th  

• NO ENTRIES ON GROUNDS PRIOR TO MONDAY JULY 18TH 8AM  

• Sheep stubble shorn, blackened, or oiled are NOT allowed in competition.  

• Judging will be held THURSDAY, JULY 21st at 4 pm.  
*Only purebred sheep shall be eligible to compete in Sections 1-12 inclusive and certificates of registry in  
appropriate associations shall be produced at entry and at any time upon the demand of the judge or the agricultural 

committee.  

• All animals must be individually identified on the Health Certificate signed by a veterinarian and free of all  
contagious or infectious diseases. No animals to be unloaded until veterinarian is present.  

• Sons, daughters and relatives of a family exhibitor residing with or showing sheep kept on this farm will be  
considered as exhibitors all from the same farm under the same name.  

• Only one premium will be awarded to an exhibitor in a single class unless there is a competition between exhibitors.  

• All animals must be fitted and shown in the show ring to be eligible for premiums.  

• If there are space limitations extra hay and straw must be stored in the exhibitor's trailer.  

All animals must have current Rabies Vaccination. NO EXCEPTIONS.
